CALGARY, AB, July 26, 2010 — Glenbriar Technologies Inc. (CNSX:GTl) today released its unaudited financial
results for the 9 months ended June 30, 2010:

Results from Operations

Revenue increased 17% for the quarter ended March 31, 2010 to $1,618,000 from $1,383,508 for the
prior year period, principally due to the overall economic recovery. Demand recovered for Glenbriar’s
software division to its 2009 sales level, although still about 10% below the comparable 2008 quarter.
Despite the third quarter gain in revenue, revenue for the 9 months ended June 30, 2010 was still 12%
below the prior year period, but gross profit grew 6% over the same periods due to improved operating
margins.

Gross profit for the quarter ended June 30, 2010 rose 35% to $483,635 from $358,191 for the prior year
period. Net loss for the quarter ended March 31, 2010 declined to $5,965 from $102,063 for the prior
year period.

Clients have started pursuing capital investments which had been deferred during the recession. It is
expected that activity will continue to show signs of recovery in the latter half of calendar 2010.

Glenbriar increased its EBITAS after R&D to $112,807 for the 9 months ended June 30, 2010 from $9,606
for the prior year period, and to $103,776 for the 3 months ended June 30, 2010 from $(11,144) for the
prior year period.
